Dear GMHA Members, let us start by saying as a Board we do not have 
any political affiliation and do not want to be affiliated with any political 
parties. This being said, we feel we have an obligation to inform our 
membership of actions that will affect the activities our membership.  
Provincial & Federal Level: the Harmonized Sales Tax (HST) bill 
received 3rd reading at Queens Park. The change in the tax structure will 
result in an 8% increase in the cost of ice purchased by the association. 
City of Guelph: Guelph minor hockey has had a strong relationship with 
the City of Guelph for over 60 years. The City has been supportive of our 
programs and encouraged the development of the youth in our 
community through a subsidy (reduced ice costs) program. The City 
Budgeting process is complicated and with the down turn in the local 
economy will be a challenge for City staff and Council. But, we also know 
that for many families are at the breaking point and cost has become a 
factor when it comes to playing our national sport. Any changes to our 
fee structure are compounded by the above mentioned HST. Listed below 
are the budget considerations before Council for you to review. As a 
Board we addressed our concerns at the December 8th Guelph City 
Council meeting. We have provided the e-mail addresses of the Mayor 
and Councillors if you choose to contact them directly to voice your 
concerns.  
The City of Guelph is working through the 2010 Budgeting process and 
has a number of cost reduction options to consider that will affect the 
programs offered by GMHA. 
1. Closing Centennial Arena – 80% of our current House League 
programs are run out of Centennial Arena. If the arena is closed we will 
be forced to reduce or eliminate programs. 
2. 3% across the board increase in rates and fees. 
3. 10% increase to ice rental rates 
4. Decrease in the youth subsidy from 47.5% to 40%.  
The HST will be applied to any rate increase, therefore in real terms the 
3% increase will result in a 10% increase to your registration fees.
